FROM PASTOR GARY’S PEN. . .  (

I read something the other day that caused me to pause for a while.  It seems that TV signals are in the room with us all the time.  They are just there, even though we can’t see or feel these signals.


There are some real parallels between this and our spiritual journey.  The Holy Spirit is always present.  And most of the time, like the TV signals, we will not know of the Spirit’s presence unless we tune in in order to receive.  I am becoming more and more convinced that the spiritual journey is mostly about “tuning in”.


“Tuning in” for me begins as a daily reminder to myself that God is present through each moment of each day.  When I have reminded myself and made myself conscious of the presence and love of God in the Spirit, I have a much better chance of being able to tune in and to be led by God’s Spirit.


When I remain aware and carry with me the truth of God’s continual presence, I begin to tune into the fact that everything in the day has the potential to teach me about God’s love and leading in my life.  What a gift!


So I “tune in” to other people.  I am positive that others carry the Spirit and love of God, and it does me well to listen to and observe those who cross my path each day.  My life has been changed in a moment by a truth I knew was meant for me to hear, and which, I believe, was delivered from the heart of God.  More often, the truths come in doses that nudge me and prod me on the way in little steps.


I also “tune in” to the events that unfold before me in the day.  When I can stay conscious of the main truth, God is present.  I sometimes am stopped in my tracks by the exquisite beauty of God’s creation.  Sometimes I see in people the very action of God.  Recently two people who held a grudge and hated each other came together to fight it out;  they ended up reconciling their differences and renewing their relationship.  They were sisters, and the joy of these two people who were now free to love instead of hate felt to me like God was really at work.  This event taught me again about the power of love.


I “tune in” to my dreams!  Usually I don’t remember my dreams until I specifically ask God to send me the dreams I need to grow and be guided.  And then, do the dreams come!  I sometimes need to work hard to understand what is being said to me because dreams can be very weird.  But, truth comes and, if I use the truth, I can grow.  Through dreams, I have been guided in significant ways through the years.  (I’ll bet you have been, too!  It would be fun, and powerful, to share our dreams and tell how they have changed us.)


“Tuning in” also means prayer and scripture study, meditation and contemplation.  Silence, too!


But you know, sometimes I do a good job of “tuning in” and sometimes I don’t.  And sometimes the Spirit comes to lead and guide when I am the most “tuned out”.  Sometimes, the Spirit is right there without my doing a thing.  When that happens, it reminds me that God is seeking me as much as I am seeking God.  God does not give up on us!!

CONFIRMATION SUNDAY


On Sunday, June 8, 2003, Pentecost Sunday and birthday of the Christian church, the confirma-tion class had their own ‘birthday’ as they completed the class meetings and began their lives among people confessing their faith in Christ as Savior, endeavoring to live the life Christ wants for them.

The worship service for that Sunday was organized around the
confirmation service and began with announcements and greetings.  Since the Armenian Evangelical Union of North America had held their two-day board meetings in our church the same weekend, the Rev. Ara Guekguezian was present and was invited to address the congregation to bring the greetings of the AEUNA.  


Rev. Gary’s sermon, “Who. . .ME?  a PROPHET?” was based on Ezekiel 37:1-14 describing Ezekiel’s reaction to God’s urgings that he prophesy to dry bones.    The power of God’s Spirit was revealed as those same dry bones knit themselves together and became alive, an allegory to the power of God in us.


Each confirmand then was called forward, surrounded by his or her parents and others who were close to the confirmand.  As each was asked questions, the congregation heard the answers that indicated God’s place in their hearts.   As the nine stood together, the congregation welcomed them with applause and with a congregational response that recognized their membership into Christ’s holy church.
